Between 1999 and 2004, 

WV increased in the num-

ber of deaths from pre-

scription overdosing and 

diversion by 550% and 

McDowell County was the 

highest per capita in the 

counties.  That was when 

the county had an average 

of 4 deaths per month.  

Now the average is closer 

to 10 deaths per month.   

In 2005, McDowell, Mer-

cer, Wyoming, Nicholas, 

and Greenbrier County 

representatives went to 

Washington, DC and pre-

sented a position paper 

about placing a residential 

substance abuse treatment 

facility in McDowell 

County.  The group was 

met with positive com-

ments from Rockefeller, 

Byrd, and Rahall’s offices. 

After that meeting, the 

HOPE Coalition, Southern 

Highlands Community 

Mental Health Center, 

Welch Community Hospi-

tal, and the County Com-

mission President began 

holding meetings at the to 

identify funding sources 

for the facility.  The 

Perdue Pharma  settle-

ment dollars were ear-

marked by the Bureau for 

Behavioral Health and 

Health Facilities to build 

the facility. 

Although being built in 

McDowell County it would 

serve multiple counties.   

Southern Highlands be-

came the lead on the pro-

ject, found land to build 

the facility, completed 

blueprints, and were look-

ing forward to ground 

breaking. 

Last week the HOPE 

Coalition was informed 

that the Residential  

Drug Treatment Facility 

scheduled for McDowell 

County was going to be 

built in Raleigh County.  

There were no discus-

sions with any of those 

involved in the plans for 

the past six years in the 

decision making.   Ra-

leigh County has not been 

at the table to support 

and/or request a facility 

that we know of.   

Why would you refuse to 

build a treatment facility 

in a county with the high-

est death rate in the US. 

I would urge all of you to

From the Foundation Center, it is 

reported that all foundation giving 

decreased by 8.4% between 2008 

and 2009.  This totals $3.9 billion 

decrease.   

The findings found 

that the 2010 giving 

will remain flat—a 

prospect that would 

have seemed im-

probably optimistic  

a year ago.  Should poor housing 

sales, increased oil prices, persis-

tent unemployment or other unfore-

seen factors not derail the economic 

rebound that began late last year, it 

appears likely that foundation giv-

ing will show positive, albeit very 

modest growth in 2011.   

There is another side to this, corpo-

rate foundations are established as 

private non-

operating founda-

tions, with the prin-

cipal focus on mak-

ing grants to organi-

zations for charitable 

purposes.  However 

more pharmaceutical 

manufactures are operating founda-

tions to distribute medicine to pa-

tients with financial hardships.  

This type of giving may demon-

strate a shift in the foundations 

from direct giving to direct non-cash 

supplies. 

Among responders of surveys only 

8.3% expect to reduce their giving 

in 2011, while 47.3% are anticipat-

ing an increase.  Close to 19% re-

main uncertain about the prospects 

for 2011 giving reflecting a nervous-

ness regarding the sustainability of 

the economic recovery.  This may 

not be the robust resurgence in 

foundation giving nonprofits wish 

for.  It will take a strong and consis-

tent economic recovery over a num-

ber of years to repair the damage of 

the Great Recession and return 

foundation giving to its pattern.  

For nonprofits that depend on foun-

dation support dollars you may be 

in for a bumpy ride.

In the 

1880s and 1890s there were several at-

tempts to establish a Mother's Day, but 

they didn't succeed beyond the local 

level. The holiday was created by Anna 

Jarvis in Grafton, West Virginia, in 1908 

as a day to honor one's mother. Jarvis 

wanted to accomplish her mother's dream 

of making a celebration for all mothers, 

commercial purpose. Jarvis eventually 

ended up opposing the holiday she had 

helped to create. She died in 1948, regret-

ting what had become of her holiday.  In 

the United States, Mother's Day remains 

one of the biggest days for sales of flowers, 

greeting cards, and the like; it is also the 

biggest holiday for long-distance telephone 

calls.
