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BREAST CANCER AWARENESS 

The Health Opportunities for Posi-

tive Education (HOPE) Coalition 

was established to offer a neutral 

table for providers of health ser-

vices.   

Again this year FACES received 

the Susan G. Komen Grant which 

allows a contract Coordinator to 

hold breast health information 

meetings throughout the county.  

The Health Department provides 

the clinical breast examinations and 

Bonnieôs Bus and Welch Commu-

nity Hospital completes the mam-

mograms.  Education and commu-

nity involvement is completed by 

the additional stakeholders, usually 

youth at River View High School. 

The HOPE Coalition has adminis-

tered nine (9) breast education 

grants since 2001. The early years 

focused on education at special 

ñCelebration of Womenò events. In 

2009, we began utilizing a contract 

specialist to meet with women 

where they live in the Circle of 

HOPE meetings. In 2011 we added 

in-home sessions for women that 

could not attend outside their 

home. Through 2012 we had com-

pleted Circle education sessions to 

1500 women, 107 in-home ses-

sions, reached 1,799 individuals 

through special events, provided 

over 6,000 pieces of literature, con-

ducted 187 CBEs through the 

Health Department, completed 66 

mammogram certificates, referred 

more than 70% of women to 

BCCSP, the Health Department, 

and Bonnieôs Bus, and six have to 

had to have additional tests.  

Thus far, we are thankful to say no 

cancers have been detected. We 

found that the majority of our 

women qualify for BCCSP, thus 

saving Komen dollars for mammo-

grams. After completing the class 

and CBEs, this program has re-

ferred five women under the age of 

25 for mammograms and through 

early detection, possibly prevented 

diagnosed cancers. Utilizing a con-

tract specialist and networking with 

the Health Department, Bonnieôs 

Bus, BCCSP, Welch Community 

Hospital, and Kelly Medical, the 

Coalition has been successful in 

demonstrating a comprehensive 

approach to the continuum of care 

for breast cancer education and 

prevention. 

McDowell County FACES as the 

fiscal agent utilizes an outside 

bookkeeping service , has adminis-

tered $1.7 million in grants since 

1998 with a maximum number of 

10 grants and $180,000 in any fis-

cal year.
